Z13.3 Subject to clause Z13.4 below, the Employer waives all rights of recourse, arising from the
aforesaid, save to the extent that any claims arise or liability is incurred due or attributable to the
unlawful intent of the Contractor or any other person, or the presence of the Contractor or that
person or any property of the Contractor or such person at or in the KNPS or on the KNPS site,
without the permission of the Employer or of a person acting on behalf of the Employer.

Z13.4 The Employer does not waive its rights provided for in section 30 (7) of Act 47 of 1999, or any
replacement section dealing with the same subject matter.

Z13.5 The protection afforded by the provisions hereof shall be in effect until the KNPS is
decommissioned.
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Z14 Asbestos

For the purposes of this Z-clause, the following definitions apply:

AAIA means approved asbestos inspection authority.
ACM means asbestos containing materials.
AL means action level, i.e. a level of 50% of the OEL, i.e. 0.1 regulated asbestos fibres

per ml of air measured over a 4 hour period. The value at which proactive actions is

required in order to control asbestos exposure to prevent exceeding the OEL.

Ambient Air means breathable air in area of work with specific reference to breathing zone, which
is defined to be a virtual area within a radius of approximately 30cm from the nose
inlet.

Compliance means compliance sampling used to assess whether or not the personal exposure of

Monitoring workers to regulated asbestos fibres is in compliance with the Standard’s requirements

for safe processing, handling, storing, disposal and phase-out of asbestos and
asbestos containing material, equipment and articles.

OEL means occupational exposure limit.

Parallel means measurements performed in parallel, yet separately, to existing measurements
Measurements to verify validity of results.

Safe Levels means airborne asbestos exposure levels conforming to the Standard’s requirements

for safe processing, handling, storing, disposal and phase-out of asbestos and
asbestos containing material, equipment and articles.

Standard means the Employer's Asbestos Standard 32-303: Requirements for Safe Processing,
Handling, Storing, Disposal and Phase-out of Asbestos and Asbestos Containing

Material, Equipment and Articles.

SANAS means the South African National Accreditation System.

TWA means the average exposure, within a given workplace, to airborne asbestos fibres,
normalised to the baseline of a 4 hour continuous period, also applicable to short term

exposures, i.e. 10-minute TWA.

Z14.1 The Employer ensures that the Ambient Air in the area where the Contractor will Provide the
Services conforms to the acceptable prescribed South African standard for asbestos, as per the
regulations published in GNR 155 of 10 February 2002, under the Occupational Health and Safety
Act, 1993 (Act 85 of 1993) (“Asbestos Regulations”). The OEL for asbestos is 0.2 regulated
asbestos fibres per millilitre of air as a 4-hour TWA, averaged over any continuous period of four
hours, and the short term exposure limit of 0.6 regulated asbestos fibres per millilitre of air as a 10-

minute TWA, averaged over any 10 minutes, measured in accordance with HSG248 and
monitored according to HSG173 and OESSM.

Z14.2 Upon written request by the Contractor, the Employer certifies that these conditions prevail. All

measurements and reporting are effected by an independent, competent, and certified

occupational hygiene inspection body, i.e. a SANAS accredited and Department of Employment
and Labour approved AAIA. The Contractor may perform Parallel Measurements and related

control measures at the Contractor's expense. For the purposes of compliance the results

generated from Parallel Measurements are evaluated only against South African statutory limits as
detailed in clause Z14.1. Control measures conform to the requirements stipulated in the AAIA-

approved asbestos work plan.

Z14.3 The Employer manages asbestos and ACM according to the Standard.
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Z14.4 In the event that any asbestos is identified while Providing the Services, a risk assessment is
conducted and if so required, with reference to possible exposure to an airborne concentration of
above the AL for asbestos, immediate control measures are implemented and relevant air
monitoring conducted in order to declare the area safe.

Z14.5 The Contractor's personnel are entitled to stop working and leave the contaminated area forthwith
until such time that the area of concern is declared safe by either Compliance Monitoring or an
AAIA approved control measure intervention, for example, per the emergency asbestos work plan,
if applicable.

Z14.6 The Contractor continues to Provide the Services, without additional control measures presented,
on presentation of Safe Levels. The contractually agreed dates to Provide the Services, including
the Completion Date, are adjusted accordingly. The contractually agreed dates are extended by
the notification periods required by regulations 3 and 21 of the Asbestos Regulations, 2001.

Z14.7 Any removal and disposal of asbestos, asbestos containing materials and waste, is done by a
registered asbestos contractor, instructed by the Employer at the Employer's expense, and
conducted in line with South African legislation.

Clause 11 in NEC3 Term Service Contract (TSC3) core clauses and Option A states:

contract.

(17) The Price for Services Provided to Date is the total of

e the Price for each lump sum item in the Price List which the Contractor has
completed and

e where a quantity is stated for an item in the Price List, an amount
calculated by multiplying the quantity which the Contractor has completed
by the rate.

(19) The Prices are the amounts stated in the Price column of the Price List.
Where a quantity is stated for an item in the Price List, the Price is calculated
by multiplying the quantity by the rate.

This confirms that Option A is a priced contract where the Prices are derived from a list of items of service
which can be priced as lump sums or as expected quantities of service multiplied by a rate or a mix of both.

Function of the Price List

Clause 54.1 in Option A states: “Information in the Price List is not Service Information”. This confirms that
instructions to do work or how it is to be done are not included in the Price List but in the Service Information.
This is further confirmed by Clause 20.1 which states, “The Contractor Provides the Service in accordance
with the Service Information”. Hence the Contractor does not Provide the Service in accordance with the
Price List. The Price List is only a pricing document.

Link to the Contractor’s plan

Clause 21.4 states “The Contractor provides information which shows how each item description on the
Price List relates to the operations on each plan which he submits for acceptance”. Hence when compiling
the price list, the tendering contractor needs to develop his first clause 21.2 plan in such a way that
operations shown on it can be priced in the price list and result in a satisfactory cash flow in terms of clause
11.2(17).

Preparing the price list

Before preparing the price list, both the Employer and tendering contractors should read the TSC3
Guidance Notes pages 14 and 15. In an Option A contract, either Party may have entered items into the
price list either as a process of offer and acceptance (tendering) or by negotiation depending on the nature
of the service to be provided. Alternatively the Employer, in his Instructions to Tenderers or in a Tender
Schedule, may have listed some items that he requires the Contractor to include in the price list to be
prepared and priced by him.

The meters can be identified by means of a
physical address, installation number; GPS coordinates as well as a meter identification number
visible on or in the meter kiosk.

¢ Note: Eskom pay per customer installation reading viz an installation could have one or three meters
but payment is only made for the single installation.

e The contractor must have knowledge of the geographical area, the Eskom network, the different
reading routes as well as the dates on which these routes should be read. The contractor will be
expected to read Eskom’s single line diagrams as well as GPS coordinates to find installations
where necessary.

o All SPU meter readings will be captured on Hand Held Data Capture devices (HHU). The HHU will
be provided by Eskom.

e All documentation/equipment used to perform the required meter reading must be collected from the
relevant Walk in Centre (Contractors’ Admin Support).

e On completion of each route, readings to be delivered to relevant Walk in Centre (Contractors’
Admin Support) within 24 hours or as stipulated by the Eskom Manager.

e Terminated points of delivery must be read during normal routes and if any movement or tampering
is noted it must be reported immediately to the relevant Walk in Centre (Contractors’ Admin
Support).

o The routes are classified as either Rural or Urban depending on the geographical area with Rural
being charged at a higher cost than Urban area. (The accountable manager to approve classification
of routes)

o |If majority of the points on a Rural route are difficult to reach or long distances then these routes will
be identified by Eskom as High Rate areas and Eskom will pay a higher monetary rate for services
performed on these routes. See attached schedule for classification of the routes. (The accountable
manager to approve classification of routes)

e If access cannot be gained to the meter installation for any reasons this must be reported on the
Eskom Hand Held Unit (HHU) under the remarks section. Eskom will audit the remarks for validity.

¢ Note: Access is denied, locked gates, vicious dogs, bad roads etc. will only be considered if a digital
photo can be produced to substantiate the reason. If the contractor fails to complete a round due to
their own negligence, the contractor will be penalized.

Many considerations can apply to Task Orders, such as availability of resources, arrangements for
emergency work, Task Order reporting (work carried out and service results), assessment of additional
Prices for service not included in the Price List etc.

Clause X19.6 requires information which should be included on a Task Order programme.
Further requirements for Task Orders include things to be provided by the Employer under a Task Order and
the conditions under which the Employer or Others are to work.
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Health and safety, the environment and quality assurance

Health and safety risk management

In addition to the requirements of the laws governing health and safety, Eskom may have some additional
requirements particular to the service and the Affected Property for this contract. The text below provides for
these being attached as an Annexure to this Service Information. PLEASE ALSO READ CORE CLAUSE
27.4 TOGETHER WITH Z7 IN THE ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT TO MAKE SURE THAT
WHATHEVER IS INCLUDED IN THE ANNEXURE FOLLOWS ON FROM THOSE CLAUSES.

The Divisional/Regional Safety Risk Manager or his representative having jurisdiction over the service must
provide the relevant safety, health and environmental (SHE) criteria for incorporation into this Service
Information. The SHE specification / scope must be signed off by the Divisional/Regional Safety Risk
Manager or his representative confirming that the applicable safety criteria have been taken into account.

The Commodity Manager / Buyer must refer the tender to the Divisional/Regional Safety Risk Manager or his
representative in order to evaluate against enquiry-specific safety criteria.

The Contractor shall comply with the health and safety requirements contained in Annexure to
this Service Information.

Environmental constraints and management

The Contractor shall comply with the environmental criteria and constraints stated in Annexure

Quality assurance requirements

There is a cross reference from the core clause 11.2(6) definition of Disallowed Cost to the Service
Information regarding procurement procedures. This part of the Service Information MUST include any such
procedures to be able to administer Disallowed Cost.

People

Minimum requirements of people employed

Specify any constraints relating to people employed to Provide the Service; for example permits for
foreigners, training (other than H & S), use of labour from designated areas and industrial relations.

BBBEE and preferencing scheme

Specify constraints which Contractor must comply with after contract award in regard to any Broad Based
Black Economic Empowerment (B-BBEE) or preferencing scheme measures.

Accelerated Shared Growth Initiative — South Africa (ASGI-SA)

The Contractor complies with and fulfils the Contractor’s obligations in respect of the Accelerated and
Shared Growth Initiative - South Africa in accordance with and as provided for in the Contractor's ASGI-SA
Compliance Schedule stated below

The Contractor shall keep accurate records and provide the Service Manager with reports on the
Contractor's actual delivery against the above stated ASGI-SA criteria. [Elaborate on access to and format
of records and frequency of submission etc.]

The Contractor's failure to comply with his ASGI-SA obligations constitutes substantial failure on the part of
the Contractor to comply with his obligations under this contract.

Subcontracting

Preferred subcontractors

TSC3 does not make use of nominated subcontracting, but the Employer may list which subcontractors or
suppliers the Contractor is required to enter into subcontracts with. This is usually only required where
specialist services need to be obtained from a particular supplier or group of suppliers in order to comply with
operational standards.

Subcontract documentation, and assessment of subcontract tenders
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Specify any constraints on how the Contractor is to prepare subcontract documentation, whether use of the
NEC system is compulsory or not (compulsory is recommended) and how subcontract tenders are to be
issued, received, assessed (using a joint report?) and awarded.

This will refer to
replacement of worn or defective parts, routine replacement as part of regular preventative maintenance and
supply of spare parts. Quality is usually designed in or specified in the technical specifications. However to
cover circumstances where quality may not be prescribed, this sub-paragraph could also be used to state an
overarching default requirement — fitness for purpose etc.

State arrangements for collection by Contractor or delivery by others on behalf of the Employer, off loading,
inspection, storage, care custody and control, return of unused Plant and Materials, etc. Always include a
statement to the effect that ‘all other Plant and Materials are to be provided by the Contractor’.

Cataloguing requirements by the Contractor

State whether cataloguing is applicable, if it is, reference the requirements for cataloguing that need to be
satisfied by the Contractor (consult Procurement Instruction Number 1 of 2018 — Incorporating Cataloguing
into the Procurement Environment, Unique Identifier 240-1289988974).
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Working on the Affected Property

This part of the Service Information addresses constraints, facilities, services and rules applicable to the
Contractor whilst he is doing work on the Affected Property.

Employer’s site entry and security control, permits, and site regulations

Sites such as Koeberg Nuclear Power Station have very strict entrance requirements which tendering
contractors need to allow for in their prices, and the Contractor has to comply with. State these or similar
requirements here.

In addition to the above there may be other restrictions once on the site, plus rules relating to roads,
walkways and the provision of barricades

People restrictions, hours of work, conduct and records

Restrictions and hours of work may apply on some sites. It is very important that the Contractor keeps
records of his people working on the Affected Property, including those of his Subcontractors. State that the
Service Manager shall have access to them at any time. These records may be needed when assessing
compensation events.

Health and safety facilities on the Affected Property

Section 3 deals with contractual H & S requirements in addition to those of the OHSA Act. This section
allows the Employer to state what measures are to be taken on the Affected Property by describing where
First Aid facilities provided by the Employer are located and any other emergency arrangements. Do not use
if already addressed in 2.3.

Environmental controls, fauna & flora

This sub-paragraph may not be required in a service contract or if these matters are dealt with in the general
environmental requirements referred to in section 3 above.

Cooperating with and obtaining acceptance of Others

This sub-paragraph could be used to deal with two issues.

1) The cross reference from core clause 25.1 about cooperation generally as well as details about Others
with whom the Contractor may be required to share the Affected Property. See clause 11.2(9) for the
definition of Others.

2) Requirements for liaison with and acceptance from statutory authorities or inspection agencies.

Records of Contractor's Equipment
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This sub-paragraph is intended to address how records are to be kept of Equipment on Site including
whether it is owned or hired. Include any constraints about scaffolding, rigs, heavy lifts and cranes, including
removal from the Affected Property.

Equipment provided by the Employer

Provide details of equipment (e.g. overhead cranes) made available for use by the employer and set out
conditions relating thereto.

Site services and facilities
Provided by the Employer

This is a mandatory cross reference form clause 25.2 in TSC3. State what the Employer will provide in the
way of power, water, waste disposal, telecomms, ablutions, fire protection and lighting (etc) on the Affected
Property. Give hook up locations and any constraints on how the hook up is to be done. Always conclude
by stating that the Contractor shall provide everything else necessary for Providing the Service.

Provided by the Contractor

Describe what the Contractor is to provide in the way of accommodation, laboratories, storage, vehicles and
office equipment for the Service Manager and any restrictions or minimum requirements concerning the
Contractor's own facilities. Also state what happens to these facilities upon completion of the contract.

Control of noise, dust, water and waste

State requirements, if any.

Hook ups to existing works

State any constraints

Tests and inspections

Description of tests and inspections

Describe the tests and inspections to be carried out by the Contractor and the Service Manager and others
[40.1].

Materials facilities and samples for tests and inspections

State what materials facilities and samples for tests and inspections the Contractor and the Employer are to
provide, per core clause 40.2.
