a) A covered parking is the main requirement in the premises; however, In the event that the bidder does not have thirty-five (35) covered parking bays readily available at the time of bidding, they are required to ensure the installation of these covered parking bays before the occupation of the office space. Failure to comply will result in SITA not paying  parking until the installation is completed in accordance with the specifications outlined in this bid. 
b) The parking bays offered by the bidder,  must be in the same building as the office space.
Energy saving devices
