Either the 90/10 or 80/20 preference point system will apply. Tenders will be
evaluated on the applicable principle at that time.

For this contract, multiple contracts of ten (10) contractors are requested.
Suppliers will be ranked based on their scores as per the PPPFA scoring.

Should there be 2 or more suppliers with an equal score the following will be
applied:

¢ In the event that two or more tenderers have scored equal points, the
recommended tenderer is identified as the tenderer that scored the higher
points for Specific Goals.

¢ In the event that two or more tenderers are equal in all respects, the
recommended tenderer must be identified by the drawing of lots.

In the event that the required number of suppliers is not met, the tender will
be awarded to the successful tenderer(s) and thereafter re-issued for the
outstanding number of suppliers.

In the event that there’s no successful supplier, the tender will be re-issued.
